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e oS In Andong Tunnel, diorite rock can be observed in great detail. Diorite
contains mainly hornblende that is rich in iron and magnesium minerals
than granite. As the color of hornblende tends to be black, the color of
diorite rock is darker than granite. Outside the tunnel, coastal erosional
landscapes and terns can be observed.
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The Yanxiu Tidal Echo area is a tidal sensitive coastal landscape. With

marine processes, rock joints are eroded to form unique landforms.

Standing at a high point of the area, the vertical joints on sea cliffs can be

observed. Looking north —eastward, visitors will enjoy the vertically

standing rock stacks and stone forest, called “Sandstone Rat Forest”, due to

its image of a mouse silhouette.
