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Caoshan Moon World is located in Kaohsiung County's Neimen, Tianliao,
and Yancao townships, an area of badlands that are made up of chalk soil
terrain. It is the lunar-like terrain that gives the place its name. The geology
here is loose and the surface has been sliced by streams, resulting in steep
slopes and narrow valleys, with bare sawtooth ridges. The highly alkaline
soil is unfriendly to plant growth, so what you see are clearly defined angles
and green clumps of thorny bamboo.
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This cave is famous for fire spitting out of the cavities on the wall.
Apparently there is natural gas underneath the rocks and it has
been continuously seeping through the slits caused by movements
of the Earth's crust.

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ant-tailed Jacana Restoration

The pheasant-tailed jacana resides in water caltrop fields in Taiwan. During the
breeding season it grows feathers in black, white, and brown colors, as well as
long tailfeathers, and its dancing flight over the water has made it known as the
“water fairy." Itis the county bird of Tainan County. When some of its habitat was
taken away for construction of the high-speed railway, the Restoration Zone was
established to help the bird flourish in a man-made “natural” habitat. Experience
and expertise has been brought in from overseas to make this into a proper
breeding space for the pheasant-tailed jacana.
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When migrating birds fly south and then back north every year, you can see the
Siberian bluetail everywhere from low-elevation farmlands to mid- and
high-elevation forests. This bird is characterized by orange sides and blue
tailfeathers; it winters in Taiwan from October to April each year, its distribution
stretching from the coast to high-elevation mountain areas. When you take a trip
into the countryside during the right season, see if you can spy some Siberian
bluetails prancing along the field ridges or shaking their blue tailfeathers from
tree branches

Its larva is black-brown with cone-shaped
protrusions and a peach-red band; when pressured, it extends orange scent
glands. The adult butterfly has a wingspan of about 12 centimeters; the wings are
basically black, and the hind wings have large yellow spots. In the male, the
yellow spot covers most of the hind wings; in the female, the spot has a
net-shaped structure.
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The water caltrop is an annual aquatic crop native to Asia. It was
introduced to Taiwan during the period of Japanese occupation
{1895-1945) and is grown mainly in areas south of Chiayi; the biggest
producer is Guantian. It usually blossoms with small white flowers in the
aftemoon; then the blossoms wilt and droop into the water, and develop
into caltrops (for this reason, they are called “water peanuts”). When you
visit the water caltrop fields in southern Taiwan, you can enjoy their taste
as well as the sight of large expanses of green caltrop fields.
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Root.Starch

Lotus products are a specialty of Baihe, which is especially well known for its
production of lotus root starch in winter. The traditional production method is
laborious and time-consuming; the roots are harvested and cleaned, ground into

a paste, and repeatedly filtered and settled until a high purity is attained (this
process takes three days). Then it is placed in a large ceramic bowl, covered
with gauze, and the moisture absorbed using charcoal powder. Finally the dried J.
root starch is sliced thin and placed on large bamboo trays, and dried further in
the winter sun.
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The mango originated in India and has been cultivated for more than 4,
years. It was introduced to Liujia Township in Tainan County over 4( i
ago, and there are mango trees alive today that are a century old.
mango is now one of Taiwan’s most important fruits, being produ
Pingtung, Kaochsiung, and Tainan counties, among other places. Tai
Yujing area is particularly known for the cultivation of apple mangoes.
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Bamboo shoots are a major farm crop for Xinhua Town, with most df"'ﬂfq.'
production being done in the neighborhood of Dakengwei. The harvest
season is May to July, when you can see large swaths of bamboo shoots
drying in front of farmhouse doors. A “Siraya Bamboo Harvest Festival” was
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organized in 1999 to promote agricultural products by integrating the area’'s

local agriculture, indigenous culture, and natural resources. The bamboo
shoots have a fresh sweet taste and are a low-calorie, high-fiber food to
boot—just the health food that modern people need!
